3. In order to be eligible to vote, member organizations must be in good standing by Saturday January 28th, at 12 noon PST.

2022 COMMITTEE ON DUES AND FEES REPORT:

RECOMMENDATIONS:

The Dues and Fees Committee recommends an adjustment of approximately* 5% to the Base Participant Fee ($25 to $26.25) and Seat Fee ($3.65 to $3.85) which, while insufficient to fully keep up with inflation, is intended to limit its impact. The Statistics Canada Consumer Price Index for the six months from April 1st 2022 averaged a 7.35% increase, not only significantly larger than what is being proposed but also already impacting RCA.

The Dues and Fees Committee also recommends an approximately* 5% Increase in Club Membership Dues ($416 to $440), Special Association/Associate Organization Dues ($520 to $545) and Provincial Rowing Association Dues ($728 to $765).  

*a minor amount of rounding has been applied to some of these numbers
